A native of Los Angeles, bass-baritone Jason Grant has won acclaim for his elegantly expressive, richly hued voice.

This season, Grant sings Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9 with the New Jersey, Detroit and Santa Barbara Symphony Orchestras. He returns to the Alabama Symphony for Handel’s Messiah and the Buffalo Philharmonic for Verdi’s Requiem.

Recent highlights include Mahler Symphony No. 8 for Lorin Maazel’s final concerts as music director of the New York Philharmonic, following concert performances of Tosca led by Maazel and a debut in the Bach St. Matthew Passion led by Kurt Masur; Stravinsky’s Le Rossignol with the Atlanta Symphony in Atlanta and at Carnegie Hall; Mozart’s Mass in C Minor at the Mostly Mozart Festival; Don Fernando in Fidelio with the Saint Louis Symphony; Bach’s Mass in B Minor with the Milwaukee Symphony and Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9 with the Grant Park Music Festival.

Grant attended the Juilliard School and the Eastman School of Music, where he received the Performer’s Certificate.
