The galleries feature more than 600 musical 
instruments from six continents and Pacific Islands illustrating the development of instruments over time 
and across different cultures. The instruments have been selected for their technical and social 
importance as well as their tonal and visual beauty.  

In addition, your day will include admission to Musical Bodies, the first major exhibition to explore the 
relationship between musical instruments and the body by bringing together some 130 instruments, 
paintings, sculptures, drawings, and more to illuminate how we express who we are, what we value, and 
what we believe.
